For example, St. Francis-Emory is working hand-in-hand with Feeding the Valley 
to refer appropriate patients to a new grant-funded program providing free food 
and education to people with congestive heart failure, using “food as medicine” to 
generate improved health in those with chronic cardiac conditions. 

Future projections indicate a clear need for qualified physicians for the 
Chattahoochee Valley and ensuring we stay ahead of workforce needs continues to 
be a major focus. Our Internal Medicine and Psychiatry Residency Programs have 44 
physician residents from all over the country currently being guided and mentored 
by our trusted faculty. Our goal is simple, to cultivate leadership and professionalism, 
and establish a firm foundation for the next generation of physicians dedicated to 
providing high-quality healthcare to best serve our communities.
